Who is the Holy Spirit? 
 
Men, have you ever been described as “strong as an ox” or 
“solid as a rock?” Ladies, have you ever been referred to as 
being as “beautiful as a flower,” or “a vision os lovlieness?” 
We make comparisons to help others get a better picture of 
themselves. Likewise, God does the same with the Holy Spirit.  
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To help you get a better understanding 
of His nature, the Bible compares the 
Holy Spirit to many different things. For 
example, He is referred to as a Dove, 
Water, Oil, Fire and Light, Wind, and 
Comforter. 
 
Jesus and the New Testament writers 
refer to the Holy Spirit as a person. 
They use “He” and “Him” but never 
“it.”Jesus promised to send the Holy 
Spirit to be with us and to do Christ’s 
work. Jesus promised that He would 
come to us through the Holy Spirit, and 
that the Spirit would represent Him and 
act in His place. 
 

The Holy Spirit is referred to as one of the three persons of God, also known as the 

TRINITY, which is made up of God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  The 
Holy Spirit is different from Christ, because He doesn’t have a human body like Christ did 
when He walked on earth. We can’t see or touch the Holy Spirit; He is simply the Spirit.

When you plug into the power of the HOLY SPIRIT, you allow room for His power to work in 
your life.
